The lithium-ion battery (1500 mAh) included as standard achieves an operating
time of at least 16 hours (duty cycle 5-5-90). With the optionally available 1000 mAh
battery, this could be increased to up to 20 hours.

Supports analogue and digital technology

The PDS5 series was developed in compliance with the ETSI mobile radio standard
Digital Mobile Radio (DMR). The handheld radios support the conventional DMR
mode and can also be operated in manual mode. On top of this, the radios support
Hytera XPT radio systems (via chargeable licence). That makes the PD5 series
terminals the ideal companion for the move to digital mobile radio.

Pseudo trunked radio

With patented Hytera pseudo trunking, the terminals dynamically utilise the timeslots
of a frequency. As a result, the radios can utilise both timeslots in DMO and RMO
mode in the conventional DMR operation. This guarantees efficient frequency
utilisation.
